The Sacramento County Public Library board and staff members lead the way in 
many of these changes and are well positioned to meet the challenges of new 
perspectives.

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Board Activities 
 

Board Activities - Sets the Direction 
 
The Board of Law Library Trustees representing the bench, bar, and citizens of 
Sacramento County establishes the library’s policies and budget.  Board meetings are 
open to the public and agendas are posted on the building's outside bulletin board and 
on the library’s website at least 72 hours before each meeting.  
 
The library is fortunate to have both long-standing and new members of the board. The 
Board’s mix of expertise, experience, and leadership within the local community keeps 
the library in sync with community needs, while at the same time, providing advice and 
counsel to the library director. The Sacramento County Bar Association and Sacramento 
Consumer Attorneys appoint advisors. We are also fortunate to have the president of the 
Sacramento County Bar Association as an advisor. Law Library advisors attend board 
meetings but do not have voting privileges. Our advisors provide input and connections 
with their constituencies and have been very free to share their expertise with the library 
director.  
 
A director hiring committee of the board was established to search for a new library 
director. David DeAlba was appointed chair and other committee members included, 
Jeffrey Gunther, Renard Shepard, Loren McMaster, and W. Austin Cooper. Shirley 
David was appointed project manager and advisor. Marvin Anderson, retired Minnesota 
State Law Librarian and Faye Jones, Director of the McGeorge School of Law Library 
also served as law librarian advisors. The committee goal was to make a nationwide 
search, interview and have an offer accepted by the end June 2004.  The board could 
then introduce the new director at the American Association of Law Libraries (AALL) 
annual meeting in July and there could be a transition period for the current director to 
orient and introduce the new director to the various working groups to which she 
belongs. All goals were reached and Coral Henning was named the new director.  Ms. 
Henning holds a J.D. from Golden Gate University Law School in San Francisco, and a 
Masters of Library and Information Sciences from California State University San Jose. 
She has worked in law libraries over twenty years and most recently has been the public 
services training coordinator for the Sacramento County Public Law Library.  Coral 
Henning and Shirley David will serve as co-directors of the library until Shirley retires.  
 
Members of the Board of Trustees continue to lead the way as participants of the 
American Association of Law Libraries (AALL) and the Conference of California County 
Law Library Trustees and Librarians (CCCLLTL). Both organizations are looked upon as 
opportunities for trustees to learn and share their expertise with the wider law library 
community.  Five board members attended the annual Conference of California County 
Law Library Trustees and Librarians held October 31, 2003 in San Francisco in 
conjunction with the California Judges Association annual meeting.  The conference 
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included a workshop on issues and ideas to submit to the County Law Library Task 
Force for their consideration.  
 
 
As associate members of AALL board members keep up on activities of the association 
and attend the annual conferences. Three members attended the annual meeting held in 
Seattle, July 2003. The AALL provides the opportunity to interact with law library vendors 
as they develop new products, and attend topical programs and section meetings. A 
Sacramento board member judge served to swear in the officers of the State, Court, and 
County Law Libraries Special Interest Section at the 2003 annual meeting and the 2003 
Northern California chapter of AALL annual meeting. Board members also used the 
opportunity of the annual meeting to talk to the chair of the placement committee as they 
began the search for a new library director.

David as project manager, and Marvin Anderson and Faye Jones as librarian 
consultants. 

o Adopted a resolution thanking Carly Hegle for her contract review and 
negotiation advice for the Horizon contract.

o Set the salary for the library director and cost of living salary and benefit 

increases for all library staff. 
o Adopted the final budget for 2003-2004. 
o Requested of the board of supervisors a $3 increase in the civil filing fee for the 

benefit of the law library effective January 1, 2004. 
o Revised the 2003/2004 budget to cover anticipated expenses for hiring the new 

library director. 
o Revised the 2003/2004 budget to cover expenses for implementing the Horizon 

Library System. 
o Adopted the preliminary 2004-2005 budget.

o Supported AB1095 a bill to establish a County Law Library Task Force. 
o Opposed the Uniform Filing Fee proposal of the Judicial Council UFF Task Force

o Adopted a purchasing authority policy for the library director. 
o Approved a staff recommendation to consign discarded library books to 

America’s Legal and Professional Bookstore.

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Finance 
 
A share of the civil filing fee primarily funds California county law libraries.  The 
local county is responsible for providing sufficient facilities and can contribute 
funds toward the library operations. In addition libraries can receive donations 
and charge for value added services.   Each year the county may increase the 
library share of the filing fee by $3 at the request of the library board. At the 
request of the law library board of trustees, the board of supervisors did raise the 
fees for the law library by $3 effective January 1, 2004. The filing fee for the 
benefit of the law library at fiscal year end 2004 is $41.   
 
To compare the number of filings that result in fee income for the library from 
year to year and month to month the library director divides the total collected by 
the amount of the filing fee. While the result is not totally accurate, it does help to 
project the budget and adjust expenses and transfers from reserves if necessary. 
When the court collects the filing fee, the daily total amount collected for the law 
library is submitted to the county treasury.  There is no more detailed breakdown 
of individual filings.   
 
When the law library board requests a filing fee increase from the board of 
supervisors it has reviewed the law library director's projections of income and 
expenses and impact on the library's reserves over a ten year period. The library 
has a memorandum of understanding with Sacramento County that the library 
will pay a portion of the lease for library facility as long as it has at least a three-
month operating reserve. An annual filing fee is anticipate in order to build 
reserves when inflationary increases in expenses exceed income.  
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2000-2004 Fund Condition
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The number of filings dropped dramatically by 5% in 2003-2004. This is after 
several years of no decreases in number of filings. The library director attributes 
the drop to a substantial increase in filing fees in August 2003 and another 
increase in January 2004.  These increases were approved by the legislature as 
part of the state budget process. Past history indicates that numbers of filings 
drop after a large filing fee increase and then recover in subsequent years. 
Interest on reserves dropped dramatically beginning in 2001 and continued 
throughout 2004.  
 
The major new income source for the library in the last two years is the training 
center.  The library is now a provider of continuing education classes for 
attorneys, rents out the computer lab, and teaches legal research classes for 
community members.  The classes and rental fees are priced at market.  The 
program has not provided a profit for the library.  We are being to see an 
increase in the meeting room rentals. An agreement was reached with 
LexisNexis™ to continue to sponsor the computer training center for an 
additional eighteen months that included a substantial donation. 
 
Expenses were well under budget estimates.  
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Personnel expenses only increased by 4% from the previous year despite adding 
$60 per month to the cafeteria plan contributions to help cover a 25% increase in 
health premiums and 2% cost of living salary increase both effective in January 
2004. Salary savings from staff turnover kept the total personnel budget increase 
low.  
 
The inflationary rate for legal materials continues to increase at 13% per year 
while the overall cost-of-living has increased by 2% or less in the same time 
period. This is well ahead of the general inflationary rate. The nearby State Law 
Library was forced to cancel 80% of their subscriptions. Our library collection 
development team reviewed all the cut titles for those that would be important to 
order for the community.  Despite adding a few titles they were able to cut others 
that were not being used or could easily be accessed on-line. In the end the 
collections cost decreased from 2003. 
  
Operating costs were up 35% from the previous year primarily due to the 
migration from Dynix to the Horizon integrated library system. Expenses included 
new software, new server hardware, and training. Insurance costs continued to 
increase. Our insurance broker was able to find a new director's and officers 
policy that provides additional $2,000,000 coverage for a few hundred dollars 
more than the policy that was expiring.  
 
Not all of the budgeted cost of recruiting a new director was needed. There were 
several invoices from the new library system implementation that were held over 
to the next fiscal year until the implementation was completed to our satisfaction. 
Not all of the monies set aside for training and meetings were used.

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Self Identification
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The number of people who answered the survey in 2003 increased by 14% 
compared to the same period in 2002.  There was a 72% increase by private 
attorneys and a 12% by self represented litigants. Increases in numbers can be 
attributed to increased accessibility to commercial legal databases and 
continuing legal education classes presented by the library.  
 
What has also changed is the percentage of those who return to the library.  In 
2003 57% of those who answered the survey knew about the library because 
they used our services previously.  That is a 50% increase from 1999.  More than 
68% say they use the library at least once a month.  
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When asked how important the library is as a place to do research it still ranks as 
very or extremely important for 94% of those surveyed. This is a 4% increase 
since 2002.

The difference between a collection of law books and a law library is the people 
who make the information accessible. A quote from a customer captures what 
our public law librarians strive for. "The law librarian was not only educated 
and informative, but also very helpful and friendly. Thank you."  Almost 
100% of those surveyed in the 2003 Council of California County Law Librarians 
survey agreed or strongly agreed that the library staff members who helped them 
were both courteous and helpful.   
 
The theme "New Horizons" definitely applies to the library staff members.  
 
We are pleased to welcome public services librarian Jana Maginness and 
support team administrative assistant Judith Reil.  Jana holds a masters degree 
in library and information sciences from California State University, San Jose and 
a bachelor's degree from University of Washington. Previously a public librarian, 
Jana is quickly learning legal reference. Judith has an associate of art and an 
associate of science degree from Sacramento City College, which she received 
after a career with the U.S. Postal Service.  Also joining the staff are two student 
assistants, Renata Schneider and Helen Ith.  
 
The library management team members comprised of Shirley Hart David, 
Director, Ruth Nunez, Assistant Director for Public Services, and Maureen 
Shepard, Assistant Director for Support Services are retiring from the library 
during the next fiscal year. Each is moving to a new horizon. Shirley David is 
moving to Hawaii, Ruth Nunez is moving to New Jersey, and Maureen Shepard 
is staying in Sacramento and moving onto a new career.  
 
After a nationwide search, the library Board of Trustees appointed Coral Henning 
to become the new library director.  Coral Henning holds a Juris Doctorate from 
Golden Gate University, a Masters Degree in Library and Information Science 
from California State University and a Bachelors Degree from California State 
University San Francisco. She has worked in law libraries for twenty years 
including nine years at the Sacramento County Public Law Library. Shirley David 
and Coral Henning will co-direct the library during the transition period until 
Shirley David retires.

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Customer Service - Information Resources  
 
Although online databases and the Internet is available, print law books, case 
reporters and codes still comprise 44% of what people use from the library and 
their use has increased by 33% since 1999. 
 
The collection development team is led by Mareth Wilson. The collection 
development team drafts and controls the information resources budget, works 
with the information vendors, keeps the collection current and balances the 
collection between the various formats to meet the legal research and continuing 
legal education needs of the community. Each public services librarian is 
responsible for selection of specific topic areas and Anita Bartalini from the 
support team provides the acquisitions support and connections with the support 
team who perform the collection acquisitions and maintenance work. 
 
The collection budget of a public law library varies dramatically from a public 
library budget in that the cost of titles and the requirement to keep the constantly 
changing information up to date makes the information very every expensive. 
Ninety percent of the law library budget is spent on updates or subscriptions to 
databases. The increases in the cost of the materials are substantially ahead of 
other inflationary increases.  According to the American Association of Law 
Libraries Price Index for Legal Publications 2d, the average cost of a case 
reporter annual subscription in 2003 was $1,802.29, a 11.09% increase from 
2002. During the same time period a subscription to a state code averaged 
$967.30 a 16.26% increase from 2002, a loose-leaf service averaged $1,366.08, 
a 7.18% increase from 2002, supplemented treatises averaged $660.42 an 
5.84% increase from 2002.  The overall increase in all serials in the survey 
between 2002 and 2003 was 3.55%. The increase in the consumer price index 
for all urban consumers during the same time period was 2.3%.  
 
While the price increases of legal publications continue to be higher than the 
overall CPI they have come down in the last two years.  Between 2000 and 2001 
the increase was 14.95%, 2001-2002 it was 9.77%, and 2002-2003 it was 3.55%. 
During the 2003-2004 fiscal year, the library spent $95,000 less on resources 
than budgeted. Some was because of subscription cuts, but most was due to the 
lower than anticipated inflationary increases.  
 
The AALL Advisory Committee for the Price Index for Legal Publications is 
considering adding to on-line databases subscriptions to the items they track. 
This will be an interesting task since there are many different pricing schemes for 
database licenses. 
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The net number of titles held increased by 143 titles and the volume count 
increased by 4,370 volumes during the 2003-2004 fiscal year. The slow growth of 
the collection is due to continually discarding outdated and superceded items. 
Some items have been replaced by microfiche to save room and others we make 
available through on-line databases only.

The library purchased a subscription to Westlaw™ in the Fall of 2002.  This database 
provides free public access to federal and state cases, codes and regulations plus 
California secondary sources. As with the other on-line subscriptions, West requires 
that the databases be accessed from the library computers.  Westlaw was so 
popular that West changed the terms to our agreement when the subscription 
was up for renewal. We are now limited to five concurrent users on public 
computers plus there is a separate agreement for reference librarians use. Other 
popular database subscriptions are Lexis.com®, and Hotdocs® with its fillable 
judicial council and local court forms capability. The library also has access to 
several newspaper databases including the Sacramento Bee through 
membership of the Mountain Valley Library System. The Hein On-line databases 
continue to expand and it has now become the preferable method for accessing 
law reviews.  
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Customer Service - Lending Collection 
 
The library resources include books, audiotapes, videotapes, CD-ROM, and 
diskettes that can be borrowed. All those who live or work in the county may 
borrow by securing a library card. Refundable security deposits are required for 
some categories of borrowers. 
 
The number of items borrowed had been on a decline during the last several 
years.  Cuts in subscriptions at the California State Law Library may account for 
increased borrowers at our library.  In 2002, we launched a web-based version of 
the catalog, including the ability to renew books through the library web catalog.  
The self-renewal method has become very popular, doubling during the last year.

In preparation for the new Horizon library system public services staff attempted 
to contact all of the registered borrowers who had not borrowed materials from 
the library for over five years. The result was that over 1,100 borrowers' records 
were purged from the system.   
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Solo practitioners and attorneys from law firms under ten persons are the primary 
borrowers of library materials.  In 2003-2004 they comprised 56% of the 
registered borrowers and 69% of the items borrower were by these two groups.

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Customer Service - The Library Website 
 
The library website has become the primary access point for information about 
library activities and upcoming classes, the link into the library's web-based 
catalog, a pointer to helpful resources on the Internet and a portal to the AskNow 
live-chat reference assistance.  The library website construction and 
enhancements are in the capable hands of the Web Team led by Tiffany Keagy.   
 
New this year is the Spanish language version of the website. David McCusker 
translated the library information page, listed all Spanish language titles held by 
the library and linked to legal websites for Spanish language speakers.  The 
"What's New" page now includes continuous legal news provided by Jurists' 
Paper Chase.  Recently added is the Newsbank newspaper database. This is the 
library's first subscription database that is available for free to library customers 
who are accessing the library from their office or home computers.  
 
The California County Law Librarians collaborative AskNow reference live-chat 
connection is available from the library website 55 hours per week. Customers 
may also e-mail questions to our reference librarians via the library website.   
 
The most popular pages are the pathfinders to books and website links on 
selected legal topics and the links to Sacramento legal websites.  The public 
services librarians keep these pathfinders up-to-date.  The California Judicial 
Council Website has also chosen to link to our pathfinders from their "self-help" 
website. 
 
The library website URL is http://www.saclaw.org. 
 
Customer Service – Library Catalog 
 
The library catalog has been enhanced so that one can link to URL's for 
information that is available on the Internet as well as the books available in the 
library.  
 
Customer Service - Continuing Legal Education 
 
With the opening of the Sacramento County Public Law Library Computer 
Training Center sponsored by Lexis/Nexis® in the downtown library, we began a 
continuing legal education program for our attorney customers.  Lexis/Nexis is 
continuing to sponsor the training center through June 2005.  
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Coral Henning is the library's training coordinator.  The library is an official 
provider of California continuing legal education credits.  In 2002, the library 
partnered with the West LegalEdcenter™ as a content provider for their on-line 
continuing legal education program.  The library receives royalties for its 
programs that are taken via the LegalEdcenter.  They are accessed through the 
library website or http://www.legaledcenter.com/. Coral also serves on the 
Continuing Education Committee of the Sacramento County Bar Association.

Customer Service - Library Orientation and Classes 
 
Library staff participated in a Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA) grant 
that was received by the San Diego County Public Law Library. The grant 
provided funding to develop and teach nine legal research and court procedure 
classes for the non-lawyer. The grant included developing and presenting a one 
day Train the Trainer seminar. One of the seminars was held at the Sacramento 
County Public Law Library. We have adapted some of the materials for use at 
our library.  During 2003-2004 David McCusker, Mareth Wilson, and Coral 
Henning presented several classes for self-represented litigants including: Legal 
Research on the Internet, Introduction to Legal Research Basics and Legal 
Research I, and Law Library Basics II – Advanced Exercises. All three classes 
are taught on a regular basis. 
 
National Library Week activities were held on April 19 – April 23, 2004. Activities 
included: guided tours, Westlaw and LexisNexis classes, two coffee break 
sessions called "10 Websites in 10 minutes,"  a "Legal Research and Law Library 
Basics" class, and a legal research puzzle that if completed could be entered in a 
drawing for a basket of legal research tools donated by our vendors. 
  
An on-demand law library orientation class and tour has been developed by the 
public services staff. Instructors from numerous paralegal programs, library 
science programs, and law schools take advantage of these free sessions. 
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The local academic and public libraries were surveyed to determine how best to 
teach their library staff about legal research and effective referrals. The result 
was a training session developed for non-law librarians to present at their work 
sites. Two sessions were presented in the spring for Sacramento Public Library 
and Los Rios Community College. 
 
Customer Service – Credit Cards 
 
Library customers may now pay for services by credit card. After a pilot project, 
the board approved the use credit cards for all services except borrowers' 
deposits.  
 
Customer Service – Court Collections Program 
 
The library continues it agreement with the Sacramento Superior Court to 
maintain their book collections. This year a library intranet page was designed for 
the judges' desktops. Included on the Intranet are book order forms, contact 
information, and collection information. 
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Process Improvement 

 
Each year the library teams develop organizational service plans that seek to 
balance work efforts between improving customer services, the work 
environment, and professional leadership. Those goals are achievable by 
improving or eliminating unneeded processes.   
 
A major two-year project was completed to evaluate various library systems, 
choose and migrate to a new library system.  The Dynix library software is no 
longer being developed although it is still supported and the migration team, led 
by Maureen Shepard reviewed the options for migrating and implemented their 
recommendations.  The library board approved the migration team  
recommendation to purchase the  Horizon software in January 2004.  By July, 
the migration was complete.  The result is a windows based integrated library 
system that is easy to use for both library staff and library customers. Procedures 
from ordering and receive library materials to checking them out and charging for 
library services are being revised as a result of the new system. 
 
Unwanted spam and worms have become a bane of our existence and 
compromise productivity. The library's computer's network was improved to add 
firewalls and an off-site spam service was purchased to mitigate these attacks to 
our computer network. 
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Work Environment 
 

The library resides in two facilities – the historic Hall of Justice Building and the 
William R. Ridgeway Family Relations Courthouse.  The staff is very much 
appreciative of these two fine facilities with enough space for our work. Thank 
you to the County of Sacramento for leasing these facilities for us. 
 
 
Work Environment - Historic Hall of Justice Building 
 
The main library resides in the historic Hall of Justice Building. Ad hoc tours of 
the Historic Hall of Justice facility are available by asking any library staff 
member.  The 1916 beaux art building is one of Sacramento's original civic 
structures, housing the city's police department, jail, city court, city prosecutor, 
emergency room and meat inspector. 
 
 
Work Environment - William R. Ridgeway Family Relations Courthouse 
 
Librarians rotate their public desk hours between the main library and the branch 
library at the William R. Ridgeway Family Relations Courthouse. Support staff 
back-up the librarians when they are at meetings or training.  
 
 
Work Environment - Staff Development 
    
Two new full-time employees each were given intensive 6-week on-the-job 
training, and two new student assistants received training on circulation desk 
duties. 
 
All staff members attend continuing education workshops and seminars to 
enhance their office automation skills and keep up in their fields.  
 
Tiffany Keagy and Robyn Moltzen, and Renata Schneider are working on their 
masters in library and information science degree through San Jose State 
University distance learning program. In addition, Michael Daubenmire has been 
accepted to the University of Washington distance learning program in library 
and information science.  Nick Racic is working on his master's in computer 
engineering at University of California, Davis. 
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Leadership 
 

Leadership - Legislative Efforts 
 
AB 1095 was passed by the legislature and signed by the governor in September 
2003. The bill established a task force comprised of county officials, court 
officials and county law library officials. The task force was charged with 
analyzing the current status of county law libraries in California and making 
recommendations for funding, facilities, and organizational structure. The 
administrative office of the courts was to staff the work of the task force. 
Sacramento County Superior Court Judge Michael Garcia was appointed chair of 
the task force. The task force has been meeting since March and expects to 
complete their recommendations in 2005.  
 
Library director Shirley David has attended all of the meetings and is serving as 
an unofficial advisor to the task force. One of the meetings was held at the 
Sacramento County Public Law Library.  
 
Also, underway during the recent legislative session was an effort to set a 
moratorium on civil filing fees for three years and bring the law library share of 
filing fees within a uniform filing fee. A plan that was acceptable to the Council of 
California County Law Librarians was not reached by the end of the session. The 
Sacramento County Law Library board supported the position of the Council of 
California County Law Librarians. 
 
Leadership - Mountain Valley Library System 
 
Shirley David continues as a steering committee member for the Mountain Valley 
Library Network.  Sacramento County Public Law Library currently receives 50% 
co-payment by the system on its Newsbank database subscription. Member 
public libraries rely on our advice for maintaining legal collections in the public 
libraries. 
 
Leadership - Library of California 
 
Shirley David, special library representative on the board of directors for Sierra 
Valley Library Network, completed her term in May. Carly Hegle, Sacramento 
County Bar Association advisor to the Sacramento County Public Law Library 
was elected to a two-year term as the special libraries user to the board of 
directors.  The Library of California took a serious blow during the 2003 
legislative session when the entire funding was taken out of the governor's 
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budget.  The local network is currently living on reserves and providing delivery 
services among member libraries and joint library catalog access software only. 
 
Leadership - Council of California County Law Librarians 
 
Shirley David coordinated, until June 2004, the 24/7law reference program for 
the Council of California County Law Librarians. This program moved from a pilot 
project to a program in 2003.  Reference librarians from fifteen public law 
libraries throughout California volunteer at least 55 hours a week toward 
answering law questions asked via the newly named "Ask Now" reference live 
chat software links on library and court websites or mediated e-mail questions 
transferred to a joint email box.   
 
Sacramento County Public Law Library librarians, David McCusker, Mary Pinard, 
Mareth Wilson, Coral Henning, and Shirley David answer live chat and email 
questions for the AskNow service.  The AskNow link is on the navigator bar of 
the Judicial Council's self-help website as well as the new 
Yourcountylawlibrary.org, and lawhelp.org. The AskNow service is considered by 
many as California's 59th county law library.  
 
Leadership - Sacramento County Bar Association 
 
Three library staff members are associate members of the Sacramento County 
Bar Association, Shirley David, Coral Henning, and Ruth Nunez. Shirley David 
and others from the staff write for the bi-monthly "Law Library News" Column and 
"Surfing from River City" Sidebar in Sacramento Lawyer. 
 
Leadership - Other Professional Activities 
 
All librarians and the entire library board belong to the American Association of 
Law Libraries. The library received special recognition this year. The Awards 
committee chose to recognize the library for the "Best Public Relations Toolkit" 
for our public relations efforts during the 2003 calendar year. Shirley Hart David 
was chosen to receive the Marian Gould Gallagher Distinguished Service Award. 
The Distinguished Service Award is given to a member who has completed or is 
at the end of her professional law librarianship career.  
 
Shirley David also served on the AALL Career Development Task Force, which 
made recommendations as to the future of the association's professional 
development program. She also coordinated the Trustees Development 
committee for the State, Court, and County Special Interest Section. 
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Coral Henning chaired the Public Access Committee of Northern California 
Association of Law Libraries. She was invited to speak in April at Glasser Legal 
Works on the changing roles of law librarians. The title of the program was “Who 
are the New Law Librarians and what do they do?”   
 
David McCusker brought back ideas for collaborative efforts to meet local self-
represented litigants' needs from the Conference on Self-Represented Litigants 
held in San Francisco in February 2004. 
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Looking Ahead 
 
Looking Ahead - Balance Organizational Service Plan  
 
Each fiscal year the library adopts a balanced organization plan that serves as 
the basis of new staff activities and the library budget. The goals for 2004-2005 
are less extensive than previous years because most of the library efforts will be 
focused on building a new management team.  
 
Looking Ahead - Finances  
 
In order to meet the 2004-2005 budget and continue to save for budget shortfalls 
in the long-term, the library board will be requesting that the Board of Supervisors 
raise the civil filing fee for the benefit of the law library as allowed by Business 
and Professions Code Sections 6322.1 effective January 1, 2005. 
 
 Looking Ahead - Management in Transition 
 
Coral Henning and Shirley David will be co-directing during a transition period 
until Shirley retires in October 2004. Ruth Nunez, Assistant Director for Public 
Services will retire in July 2004 and Maureen Shepard in October 2004.  
 
Coral's first agenda is to establish her management team. 
 
Looking Ahead - Libraries in Transition 
 
The County Law Libraries Task force will make their recommendations to the 
legislature in 2005. If the task force makes recommendations for a regional 
model of public law libraries, the Sacramento County Public Law Library is in a 
very good position to serve as a regional library. 
 
Looking Ahead – New Horizons 
 
As I look ahead to retirement, I must first look back. It has been my pleasure to 
serve as the Sacramento County Public Law Librarian for the last twenty-one 
years.  We have a world-class law library for a world-class county.  It has been 
an honor.
